Please find below details of the curriculum areas Year 6 will be focusing on during the Autumn Term.
	Curriculum Area
	Details

	Maths
	The maths curriculum in Year 6 is fast paced and every day the warm up recaps on essential knowledge in preparation for SATS in May. Children will be taught the four operations of number, about the number system and counting, place value, efficient written methods of calculations, exploring pattern, rounding numbers, shape, data handling and problem solving.  There will be a strong focus on developing arithmetic skills every day.  Children will receive maths homework on a weekly basis via My Maths.  It is absolutely vital that children in Year 6 are very secure in their multiplication table facts, so please keep revisiting these at home.

	Literacy
	In literacy we will be focusing on developing our skills through short focused projects.  We will be looking at developing precise writing skills which will incorporate a focus on grammar, spelling and sentence construction.  We will be developing our narrative skills initially, and then move on to writing across the curriculum including non-fiction writing in science and history.

It is essential that children are heard read at home daily, in order for them to build up speed and accuracy, as well as to check their comprehension and vocabulary knowledge.  

	Science
	This term our science work will be based on the following topics:
Micro Organisms
The Circulatory system 
We will also be focusing on the work of Carl Linnaeus and David Attenborough

	Topic
	Our history based topic will be Stone Age to Iron Age.  Children will learn about the timeline of this historical period, explore art techniques and styles of the time, the movement from hunting and gathering to farming and daily life at this time in history.  
We will then move on to a geography based topic where we will look at the county of Suffolk and compare and contrast with our local area.  We would look at the artwork of John Constable and Henry Moore.

	French
	Year 6 – First half term: Communicating with penpals in partner school Describing themselves and others. Simple reading comprehensions En route pour l’ècole; La Ville – Directions; creating a town map and directing a partner.
Second half term: Stating preferences in French High frequency verb conjugation L’argent de poche. Dans ma poche song – revise numbers, possessive adjectives Bilingual dictionary work

	R.E.
	Our work this term will be based on Christianity and Islam.  We will compare and contrast the religions.  In addition to this we will work towards our church celebrations of Harvest and Christmas.  Our Christian values this term are generosity, linked to harvest and compassion, linked to advent.

	IT and Computing
	This term our computing work will be based on Bletchley Park.  We will look at:
· Understanding that there are lots of different types of secret codes and understanding why codes might be valuable. 
· Understanding the importance of Bletchley Park to the World War II war effort.
· Understanding about some of the historical figures that contributed to technological advances in computing.
· Identifying why historical figures were influential in creating modern computers. 

	P.S.H.C.E.
	The theme this term is ‘Being Me In My World and ‘Celebrating Differences’.  We will be developing our class charter, look at technology safety as well as focusing on economic well-being and being a responsible citizen – focusing on personal responsibility and looking after property.  We will be developing strategies to help support our mental well-being and resilience.  

	Music
	[bookmark: _GoBack]This term in music year 6 will continue with their guitar playing, securing some more chords and developing their strumming techniques, working towards a performance for the Christmas concert.  In choir, year 6 will take their place as leaders at the front, supporting the younger children as we work on a Harvest song, the Young Voices repertoire and material for our Christmas concert. 

	P.E.
	Children in Year 6 will have a PE lesson twice a week on a Tuesday and a Friday with Mr Porter. This term children will be developing their skills in tag rugby, gymnastics, and developing their own fitness levels by designing and using circuits. Children need a full PE kit in school, including trainers.



There is an increased expectation that children in Year 6 develop skills in taking responsibility for their work and progress.  Homework in Year 6 is a vital part of school life; homework activities help to consolidate learning or helps in preparing for further learning.  Please help your child to manage their home learning time, but expect them to take responsibility for completing their homework to a high standard and for handing it in on time.
