Dear Parents and Carers of children in Year 2,
Please find the details of the curriculum areas we will be focusing upon in the Autumn Term below. 
	Curriculum Area
	Details

	Literacy
	In Literacy this term, the children will be looking at Stories in Familiar Settings and Fantasy stories as part of their Fiction work. The children will continue to work on using punctuation accurately in sentences and also begin to extend sentences by using adjectives and conjunctions. The children will also begin to look at different forms of sentences.
For our work on Non-fiction, the children will look at Instructions for cooking and Information about Pets texts, where they will use adjectives in their writing and begin to use commas in lists.
For our work on Poetry, the children will look at Monster Poems. 

	Maths
	For our maths work this term, the children will begin by focusing on place value to partition before beginning to use this to add ones and tens to 2-digit numbers. After this we will move onto work on measurement before looking at multiplication and division. The children will also secure their knowledge of 2D shapes, including position. 
The initial times tables that we will begin to secure are the 10, 5 and 2’s. 

	Topic
	This term our topic will be ‘Castles’. The children will learn about why castles were first introduced to the U.K. after the Battle of Hastings and what life was like living inside one in Medieval times. The children will identify features of castles and also look at how they were defended, including the careful choosing of location. We will support this work with a trip to Windsor Castle in October to look for castle features in real life. The children will also take part in a session to find out about Windsor Castle’s history and how it has changed over time.  

	Computing
	In Computing the children will label the key parts of a computer and identify what they do. They will then move onto identifying what objects could have a computer inside of them before designing their own inventions, thinking of inputs and outputs. We will then begin to look at computer algorithms. 

	RE
	Our work in the first half term will focus on the teachings of Jesus and kindness. We will look at different Bible stories that support this. Our second topic will focus upon Christmas and why Christians believe God gave Jesus to the world.

	PSHCE
	During the first half term we will look at families and relationships, including friendships. During the second half term we will look at Health & Wellbeing, thinking about how we stay healthy through being active and relaxing. This will include a focus on developing a growth mindset. 

	Science 
	For the first part of the term our topic will be Uses of Everyday Materials. The children will investigate the different properties of materials and how these make items suitable or unsuitable for a particular use. In the second half of the term we will then look at the scientist Charles Macintosh and his work into waterproof materials. The children will then plan and carry out their own investigation into this. 


	PE
	[bookmark: _GoBack]For the first half term the children will be doing Multi-Skills and Games before moving onto Dance. We will endeavour to do PE outside as much as possible during the autumn- please feel free to send in tracksuit bottoms and a warm jumper as the weather begins to turn colder.


	Music
