Please find below details of the curriculum areas Year 5 and 6 will be focusing on during the Autumn Term.
	Curriculum Area
	Details

	Maths
	Children will be taught the four operations of number, about the number system and counting, place value, efficient written methods of calculations, exploring pattern, rounding numbers, shape, data handling and problem solving.  There will be a strong focus on developing arithmetic skills every day.  Children will receive maths homework on a weekly basis via My Maths.  It is absolutely vital that children in Year 5 and 6 are very secure in their multiplication table facts, so please keep revisiting these at home.  We will slowly and gently be working towards developing test taking techniques.

	Literacy
	In literacy we will be focusing on developing our skills through short focused projects.  We will be looking at developing precise writing skills which will incorporate a focus on grammar, spelling and sentence construction.  We will be developing our poetry and narrative skills initially, and then move on to writing across the curriculum including non-fiction writing in science and history.

It is essential that children are heard read at home daily, in order for them to build up speed and accuracy, as well as to check their comprehension and vocabulary knowledge.  

	Science
	Science will be taught in separate year groups.
This term our science work will be based on the following topics:
Energy: Light and Reflection 
Forces and Space: unbalanced Forces
In our practical work, we will begin to develop posing our own scientific questions to investigate.

	Topic
	Our history-based topic will be clothes through the ages. Year 5/6 will take a look at the timeline of British history and the clothing that was worn, we will then take a closer look at the industrial revolution and how this affected the production of clothing in Britain.

	French
	French will be taught in separate year groups. Year 5: Rooms in the House and furniture, Clothing Song – Singing French- la machine à laver, Masculine/ feminine adjectival agreements, high frequency verb conjugation, Simple connectives – et/ aussi/ mais, Bilingual dictionary work , Conjugation of verbs eg aller – livre
Year6: Communicating with penpals in partner school in Thomery, describing themselves and others. Directions – En route pour l’ècole.  La Ville – creating town map and directing a partner. Song – Singing French- où est-il? High frequency verb conjugation. Dans ma poche – creating own version of song using bilingual dictionary. Toys and Games, including visiting French toyshop websites and using euros. Conjugating acheter. Song – Singing French- A la boulangerie

	Art
	This term we will be focusing on drawing skills and expressing our ideas.  We will explore street art and murals and their impact.  We will develop shading techniques to show texture, tone, form and depth.

	R.E.
	Our work this term will be based on Christianity and Sikhism.  We will compare and contrast the religions.  In addition to this we will work towards our church celebration of Harvest and Christmas.  Our Christian values this term are Thankfulness linked to Harvest and Trust linked to Advent and Christmas .

	IT and Computing
	Year 5 - Computing systems and networks: Search engines (Term 1)
Understanding what a search engine is and how to use it to navigate the web.
Recognising that not everything online is true.
Searching effectively and understanding the importance of keywords.
Year 5 - Programming Music: Scratch (Term 2)
Using the basic functions and linking their music to the theme.
Able to identify the emotions of a scene with adult support and can express ideas for how the music can show that emotion.
Use basic coding commands to change pitch, tempo, rhythm and timbre.
Able to edit and improve a music sample.
Year 6- Bletchley Park (Term 1)
Understanding that there are lots of different types of secret codes and understanding why codes might be valuable. 
Understanding the importance of Bletchley Park to the World War II war effort.
Understanding about some of the historical figures that contributed to technological advances in computing.
Identifying why historical figures were influential in creating modern computers. 
 Year 6 - History of Computers (Term 2)
Tinkering with sound by using sound recording software and to create a radio play.
Recording, editing and adding sound effects to a radio play.
Understanding and identifying how computers have changed and the impact this has had on the modern world.

	P.S.H.C.E.
	The themes for this term are families and relationships and well being.

	Music
	We will continue to work on developing more complex strumming techniques and securing our basic chord shapes in guitar. In our work preparing for Young Voices we are developing our skills in singing in harmony.

	P.E.
	Children in Year 5/6 will have a PE lesson twice a week on a Tuesday and a Friday with Mr Porter. This term children will be developing their skills in invasion games, gymnastics, dance and team sports.  Children need a full PE kit in school, including trainers.



There is an increased expectation that children in Year 5/6 develop skills in taking responsibility for their belonging, resources needed at school (e.g. guitar, choir folder and PE kit), the quality of their work and progress.  
I have sent home the log in details for My Maths and a copy of the spelling words your child needs to be able to spell.  I have also sent home a list of recommended reading books for children in Years5 and 6.
